Samenvating

J.Jolles is hoogleradfersenen, Gedrag & Educatie: Educational Neuropsychology aan

de VU Universiteit Amsterdam (Faculteit Psychologie en Onderwijs). Hij bekleedt deze
positie sinds 1 februari 2009. Aan de VU is hij ook de wetenschappelijk directetet

AZIRE research instituut voor onderzoek op het gebied van educatie. Dit interfacultaire
instituut is opgericht ten behoeve van fundamenteel en toegepast onderzoek op het gebied
van leerprocessen en van educatie en in brede zin. Tevens beaugjitditt om de
wetenschappelijke uitwisseling te bevorderen tussen verschillende wetenschappelijke
disciplines, en tussen wetenschappers en praktijkprofessionals op het domein van leren en
educatie. Hij is directeur van het OCentrum voor Brein & LerenefaasnO, dat is

opgericht volgens het model van het gelijkaardige centrum dat enkele jaren geleden in
Maastricht van start is gegaan.

J. Jolles was tot voor kort hoogleraar aan de Universiteit Maastricht met als leeropdracht
Veuropsychologie en Biologische Psychologie/PsychobiologieQ. Hij werkte daar sinds

1985 voor de faculteit Health, Medicine & Life Sciences (fHML) en voor de faculteit
Psychologie en was academisch hoofd van de gezondheidszorg op het gebied van de
Klinische Neuropsychologie in zowethacademisch ziekenhuis Maastricht als het
Psychomedisch streekcentrum Vijverdal. Tevens was hij vele jaren hij leider van de
Divisie Cognitieve Stoornissen van de onderzoeksschool Mental Health & Neuroscience
(MHENS; eerder het onderzoeksinstituut Heese& Gedrag waarvan hij directeur was)

en van het Centrum Brein & Leren Maastricht. Een groot deel van JollesO activiteiten is
samen te vatten binnen het thema OHersenen en LerenO.

Zijn activiteiten hebben betrekking op de taken onderzoek, onderwijsidopd en
gezondheidszorg. Inhoudelijk ligt de nadruk op OBrein & lerenO. Het gaat-@n leer
geheugenprocessen in relatie tot cognitieve ontwikkeling en veroudering. Daarbij heeft
door de jaren heen het onderzoek betrekking gehad op zowel gezondhaiktals

Hierbij gaat het om gedragsognitieve en affectieve functies en dysfuncties bij gezonde
mensen (kinderen, adolescenten, volwassenen en ouderen) en in pati‘nten. Veel van dit
werk heeft te maken met OLevenslang LerenO en op leren in relatiendehwijs aan
kinderen, en aan adolescenten. Met betrekking tot pati‘nten gaat het vooral om condities
waarin op enigerlei wijze de structuur of het functioneren van de hersenen is aangedaan.
De nadruk ligt op neuropsychiatrische problematiek in refatie

ontwikkelingsproblemen bij kinderen en jeugdigen (b.v. leerstoornissen, ADHD,
gedragsproblematiek). Daarnaast ging het om veroudering (de ouder wordende leraar,
leeftijdsgeassocieerde leean geheugenproblemen, dementie, de ziekte van Alzheimer).
Diagnostische en behandel/begeleidings interventies op domein van de onrderwijs
innovatie en van gezondheidszorg worden georganiseerd in relatie tot preklinisch
onderzoek. Jolles heeft tevens een groot aantal managementactiviteiten in diverse
landelijke commnssies en besturen alsmede in de organisatie van universiteit (Maastricht,
VU Universiteit Amsterdam)



JollesQvetenschappelijk onderzoek heeft betrekking op de samenhang van biologische en
psychologische factoren in hun effect op cognitieve en gedragsprati¢k. Sinds de

start van het programma heeft Jolles 58 promovendi begeleid tot promotie; 14
promovendi zijn momenteel werkzaam op een promotieonderzoek. Het onderzoek heeft
tot dusver geleid tot ruim 500 wetenschappelijke publicaties in internationale
tijdschriften.

Er zijn drie, samenhangendeiderzoekslijnen. Een nadruk ligt op mechanismen rond
leren en geheugenprocessen alsmede opdaageheugenproblematiek bij
neuropsychiatrische ziekten. Lijn 1 heeft betrekking op leren en geheugen intotlatie
cognitieve ontwikkeling en veroudering bij gezonde personen. Lijn 2 betreft leren en
geheugen bij neuropsychiatrische ziekten die samenhangen met ontwikkeling en
veroudering. Lijn 3 betreft de biopsychologische (cq hejysarchanismen die ten
grondslag liggen aan de cognitieve ontwikkeling en veroudering en de cognitieve
stoornissen met een focus op structurele en functionele hersenimaging.

Het onderzoek vindt plaats in een Olifespan perspectiefO en heeft betrekking op kinderen,
volwassenen en ouderefern van het onderzoek betreffefdn, hersenontwikkeling en
veroudering en de interactie met omgevingsfactoren’. Psychologische factoren en
omgevingsvariabelen worden onderzocht vanuit de overtuiging dat situationele
omstandigheden bepalend kunnen zgor de mate waarin biologische factoren tot
expressie komen. Door de drie lijnen heen wordt onderzoek gedaan naafithaggag

met behulp van MRI, naar risicen beschermende factoren, en naar experimentele
interventies met geneesmiddelen of voedingdgteerde factoren of

neuropsychologische behandeling.

T.a.v.onderwijs en opleiding heeft Jolles een organisatorische en inhoudelijke bijdrage
voor eerste fase onderwijs aan studenten geneeskunde en psychologie. Daarnaast geeft hij
een bijdrage aan deeede fase opleiding aan onderzoekers in opleiding en aan
Gezondheidszorgpsychologen in opleiding. Hij is Bi&egistreerd Klinisch

Psycholoog NIP, BI&linisch Neuropsycholoog NIP en BiG
Gezondheidszorgpsycholoog. Hij is academisch hoofd van de gezdszibrg in de
Academische Afdeling Neuropsychologie in Psychomedisch Streekcentrum Vijverdal en
voor de neuropsychologische gezondheidszorg binnen de afdeling Psychiatrie &
Neuropsychologie van het Maastricht University Medisch Centrum. In deze beide
zorgsettings was hij vanaf de start praktijkopleider voor gezondheidszorgpsychologen in
opleiding.



Summary

J. Jolles is a full professor Bfain, behavior & Education: Educational

Neuropsychology at VU University Amsterdam (Faculty of Psychology & Edumali He
holdsthis position from february®]. 2009. At the VU University, he is also the scientific
director of the AZIRE institute for research in education. This interfacultary institute has
recently been establised in order to further fundamental@pickd research on the

domain of education in its broadest sense, and to promote the scientific exchange
between various scientific disciplines and between scientists and professionals in the
domain of education. He directs the recently founded OCenBeafor& Learning
AmsterdamO which was devised according to the organisation of a similar centre which
he has founded in Maastricht, several years ago.

Up till february 2009, he has held a position as full professeinopsychology and

Biological Psychology /Psycho-biology at Maastricht University (since 1985). This

position was based upon an appointment at both the Faculty of Medicine and the Faculty
of Psychology. Through the years, he has been head of the patient care units specializing
in clinical neuropsychology at the university hospital Maastricht and at the

Psychomedical Centre Vijverdal. He was also leader of the Division of Cognitive
Disorders, which is embedded in the School of Mental Health & Neuroscience (MHENS
formerly: Research Institurain & Behaviour). He is director of the Maastricht Centre

for Brain & Learning. A common denominator of JollesO activities can be summarized
under the theme OBrain and LearningO.

His managerial activities relate to research, teaching, education, andrgatare.

Emphasis is on OBrain & LearningQ in relation to cognitive development and ageing.
Behavioural, cognitive, and affective functions and dysfunctions in healthy subjects
(children, adolescents, adults and elderly) and in patients are relevaait ¢Gomtext.
OLifelong LearningO is a common theme in many of his activities with regard to healthy
subjects aged 4 through high age. With respect to patients, the core of his activities is
directed at health conditions in which structural or functiorahbdysfunction is present.
Focus is upon (neuro)psychiatric conditions in relation to development (e.g. learning
disorders, ADHD) and aging (dementia, AlzheimerOs disease). Neurocognitive
functioning, assessment and diagnosis, treatment interventioesiacational

interventions, are organised in relation to healh care, education (schools) and preclinical
research. Jolles has held many positions in various national committees and boards and in
organisational structures related to university (Maastricltedsity, VU University
Amsterdam).

Research activities are focused on the relationship between biological and psychological
factors in their effect on behavioural, cognitive, and affective problems. Since the start of
the research programme, Jolles hgsesvised 58 PhD students in the trajectory towards
dissertation. 14 PhD students are presently working on their dissertation project. His
research has yielded more than 500 scientific publications in international journals.



There are three, convergin@ies of research. There is an emphasis on learning and
memory processes in healthy subjects as well as on learning and memory problems in
neuropsychiatric disease. Line 1 involves brain & learning in relation to cognitive
development and ageing in healtybjects. Line 2 has to do with brain & learning in
neuropsychiatric conditions in development (e.g. ADHD, learning problems) and ageing
(e.g. ageassociated problems in memory and learning, dementia, and AlzheimerOs
disease). Line 3 involves the biopsgtdyical (cq brain) mechanisms underlying brain

& learning in relation to development and ageing in health and disease with a focus upon
structural and functional brain imaging.

The research takes place in a Olifespan perspectiveO and involves atiilttseand aged
people. Core of the research igddning, brain development and brain ageing and the
interaction with environmental factors’. PSychological factors and psychosocial factors

are investigated from the perspective that situational circunesgaran influence the

extent to which biological factors come to expression. Through the three lines, there are
projects into brain imaging with MRI techniques, research inte &gl protective

factors, and experimental interventions with drugs, nutdiéactors or

neuropsychological techniques. An important aim of this research is to generate
fundamental insights into the relationships between brain and behaviour and, more
specifically, into the relationship between brain, cognition and learning.

With regardo teaching and education Jolles contributes to both the content and
organisation of the scalled firstphase teaching especially for research master students
(cognitive and clinical neuropsychology). He is registered as a clinical psychalotiist

NIP institute (Netherlands Institute for Psychologists) and as a feakttpsychologist.

In this capacity, he has been responsible for many years for the health care provided by
the Academic Department of Neuropsychology in the PsychomedicakGaverdal
(Mondriaan Care group) and for the neuropsychological health care provided by the
Division of Neuropsychology of the Maastricht University Medical Centre. In these two
healthcare settings, he has been the supervisor of trainee-basgdtipsyhologists
(OGezondheidszorgpsychologieO) since the start in 1998.
